Thank yoEl for your letter regarding Indirect Potable Reuse (IPR). | appreciate your
taking the time to express your position on this important issue. Taking steps to ensure
a stable drinking water supply for the future is an important issue that affects both the
City of San Diego and the region.

The general concept of IPR has been discussed in San Diego for over 10 years, but has
not seriously been considered until now. The San Diego City Council took the bold step
of supporting IPR a few weeks ago as part of a set of different solutions to address
water supply. The Council adopted a motion directing the City of San Diego Water
Department to develop a pilot IPR project and report back to the City Council with
findings within one year. By requiring City staff to provide the City Council and the
public with a concept for a pilot project, we can more realistically determine whether the
idea is viable.

Mayor Jerry Sanders vetoed the City Council’s action and on December 3, 2007, the
Council reconsidered the issue. The Council then voted to support an override of the
mayor’s veto, thus allowing the City to begin the actual process of developing a pilot
project.

The reality is that we are still a long way from actually constructing a pilot project —
much more research and design are needed before a final project can be approved by :
the California Department of Public Health.

In the meantime, | am interested in presenting the facts to my communities for their
feedback. During the development of the IPR pilot project, | have asked that information
be provided to my Council District Three residents. This may come in the form of a
community meeting later this year devoted to a presentation of the project and public
feedback on the issue. | have added your name to a list of interested citizens, and will
keep you informed of any upcoming meetings or presentations.
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
